Printing on silver substrate, colored motif with metallic effect:

Example B describes how to print a motif including metallic effect and gradients, on metallic silver
substrate. The substrate serves here as special color for the motif. The special color white is then used
to represent the metallic layer with all its gradients, which is included in the job as spot color.

This is achieved by inverting of white using the color correction feature, either to make the metallic
substrate visible or to cover it - depending on the motif area. These motif areas with 100% ink
application metallic silver will be printed without white (0%) to make use of substrate color. These
motif areas with 0% ink application metallic silver will be printed using 100% white to cover the
substrate color and to serve as background for motif color.
